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O’Mahony’s Point, Killarney 17 miles €100
Length 6,765 yards. Par 72. The second course at Killarney
Golf & Fishing Club is parkland, the same as its sister
course Killeen. The course is set amidst the beautiful
scenery associated with the south west of Ireland.

Lackabane, Killarney 17 miles €70
Length 7,095 yards. Par 72. Lackabane is still in its infancy
but is already proving to be quite a challenge. The design is
fantastic, with lakes and streams running through the
course. The course offers beautiful views and adventure at
every turn.

Waterville Golf Course (Links)
45 miles €180

Length 7,184 yards. Par 72. Waterville is one of Ireland’s
premier golf course.  It features finely manicured fairways
and greens.  The total yardage is quite long, but as it is a
links course its not overly hilly. Each hole has individual
characteristics - every club will be needed.

Tralee 55 miles €180
Length 6,877 yards. Par 71. In 1984 the Tralee course
designed by Arnold Palmer was relocated to the
magnificent Tralee Bay. The course is set on a cliff top with
Mount Brandon and the Kerry Head as backdrops.

The Ring of Kerry Golf and Country Club

Length 6,923 yards. Par 72. The Ring of Kerry looks set to
become one of the most beautiful and challenging courses
in Ireland.  The parkland course has magnificent views of
the Kenmare Bay. Guests of Sheen Falls Lodge enjoy access
to preferred tee times (availability allowing) and a 10%
discount on purchases made at The Ring of Kerry Golf and
Country Club pro shop.
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Ballybunion, Old Course (Links) 65 miles €180

Old Head Kinsale 70  miles €295
Length 7,119 yards. Par 72. The Old Head, jutting into the
Atlantic, rises hundreds of feet above high dramatic cliffs.
It is surrounded by ocean on all sides, with the most
spectacular views. The course is configured as two
returning loops with nine holes along the cliff tops,
providing an exhilarating test of golf for players of all
standards.

Ceann Sibeal (Links) 65 miles €40 – €75
Length 6,696 yards. Par 72. Each hole on this magnificent
links is carved from the natural landscape of one of the
most unspoiled parts of Europe, with hazards laid down
long before the game of golf was dreamt of, including a
winding “burn” that twists and turns through the entire
course.

Dooks Golf Course (Links) 25 miles €85
Length 6,010 yards. Par 70. Dooks – a word derived from
Gaelic “drumhac” meaning sandbank – is a testing 18 hole
links course situated in one of the most enchanting corners
of the Ring of Kerry.  The course is laid out on a stretch of
sand dunes at the head of Dingle Bay.
